The test will be marked out of 20. It is worth 20% of your final grade.
ONE Long Essay Question: (20 marks)
Prepare an essay on the following question. Your answers will be graded on content, completeness, organisation, and writing clarity. 
Write an essay in which you do the following TWO things:
1. outline the perspectives on social order presented in the work of three of the classical theorists we discussed in the final section of the course, covering the following issues:
(a) For each theorist, what is the centre of gravity of social order; 

(b) For each theorist, based on the centre of gravity you identify in (a), describe the social order that emerged in western (European and North American) societies in the 18th and19th centuries;

(c) For each theorist, what are the strengths and weaknesses of the kind of social order you describe in (b) and how does the theorist differ or agree with the other two theorists on this issue?  

(d) For each theorist, how does or will the social order change - that is, through what means does it change ?

(e) For each theorist, what role does the sociologist play in changing the social order and how does the theorist differ, if at all, from the views of the other two on this issue?

2. For each theorist, show how their perspective on or ideas about the social order are reflected or illustrated in ideas, concepts, and case studies* on social order that we covered in the other sections of the course. You need to draw from at least TWO readings/lecture materials covered in the first term, and at least TWO readings/lecture materials covered in the second term.

*"Case studies" refers to Cahill on public washrooms; Best on negotiating over the family car; Gardiner on street remarks; Kim on social disengagement on Greyhound Buses; and the video and readings on The Untold Story of Emmett Till; 
GUIDELINES: Things that we will look for when we are grading your answer.
1. Is your essay a thorough and accurate response to the essay question and does it respond to all parts of the question? 

2. For part 2 of your essay, do you explain in some detail how the ideas and case studies you have chosen relate to the theorists' perspectives? You may discuss course ideas and readings that disagree, as well as agree with, the theorists' work, but be sure to explain how they disagree or agree.
3. As much as possible, have you used your own words to write the essay? Your essay should not be a memorized reproduction of words, phrases, sentences that you have heard or read in lectures, tutorials, and readings. This does not mean that you should not use the terms, concepts, and ideas we have been developing in the course. It means that you use these terms, concepts, and ideas in sentences and paragraphs that are expressed in your own words. 
4. Have you used your own thinking about how the ideas of these theorists have been reflected in and built upon throughout this course? Credit will be given to answers that demonstrate your ability to make connections between sections of the course and that show the extent to which you have thought through the course as a whole, rather than only each section by itself.

GENERAL ADVICE: 
Be sure that you prepare enough material to cover all aspects of your question thoroughly and in detail. You will have 110 minutes to write the test: you should have enough material prepared to keep you writing for at least 80 minutes, allowing 20-30 minutes to organize your ideas and review what you have written.
