CENTRES OF GRAVITY
These four classical social theorists focused on the social order that was emerging in European nation states during the 19th century. 

A summary of how each of these theorists defined the centre of gravity of social order/organization. 

For Marx – the key to understanding social order is the economic relationships that prevail in a particular society. 

For Durkheim-the key to understanding social order is the moral bonds that tie individuals to the collective. 

For Weber - the key to understanding social order is social actors' oriented and purposeful social actions.
For Gilman - an additional and essential key for understanding social order is the sex-based (gender-based) relationships that prevail in a particular society
