PART I.  Fill in the blanks (8 marks). These questions will be from course materials/ideas covered since the lecture of Oct 22nd to the lecture of November 26th. 
PART II. Concept Identification (12 marks) (allot 20 mins.)

Write two or three paragraphs on ONE of the following pairs of concepts. Your must cover ALL of these points to earn full marks: 

(a) Provide a definition of each of the concepts in the pair that will show the relevance of the concept to the content of this course: that is, show how the concepts fit with ideas, arguments, or themes that have been covered in lectures and course materials, including, where relevant, the name or names of sociologists or social theorists who are associated with the concepts. (Note: dictionary definitions of these concepts may provide you with some help but concepts have different meanings in different contexts. You need to draw from the meaning that fits with course discussions and readings.)  

(b) Provide examples that illustrate each of the concepts;

(c) Describe how each concept in the pair relates to each other: in other words, why do you think they are paired together? (Note: each concept in a pair is not necessarily associated with the same reading, section of the course, or sociologist)

Three of the following concept pairs will be on the test and you will be asked to choose ONE PAIR to write about:
adaptive action and transformative action
private troubles and public issues
oriented action and cheerful robots
dis-embedded and globalism
human nature and interpretive capacities,

taking the role of the other and mutuality of assumed understandings

externalization and objectification,

Part III.  Essay Questions. (40 marks) Do ONE question from Section A for 16 marks, and ONE question from section B for 24 marks. 
Section A will contain THREE short essay questions from which you choose ONE. (allot 25 mins.) These questions will be based on the review essay questions provided in the previous hand-out, "Test Preparation for Lectures 6-10." 
Section B will contain the following question: YES, this IS the question that will be on the test. (allot 50 mins.)

In the second section of the course, "The Language and Grammar of Social Order/Organization," we have focused on five ingredients that are necessary for developing a sociological analysis of how social orders are created, maintained and changed. These ingredients are:

Context

The Social Actor

Social Interaction

Social Action

Social Institutions.

Choose any THREE of these ingredients and write an essay that covers the following topics:

(a) How, in this course, we are conceiving of each ingredient; (In your answer, you must provide MORE THAN a simple definition or example. You must discuss the way we understand this ingredient in the context of this course.)

(b) How/what each ingredient contributes to a sociological analysis of social order, as discussed in this course. 

(c) How the contribution of each of these ingredients to a sociological analysis of social order is illustrated in the readings, lectures and/or tutorial discussions. Develop this part of your answer by drawing from at least two readings from the first section of the course, "Groundwork". You may also use second section readings to illustrate but you MUST use at least two of the first section readings to illustrate each ingredient. ("Readings" can include video materials and examples that were discussed in your tutorials or the lectures.) NOTE: Do not answer this part of the question just by describing an example:show how your example illustrates the conception of the ingredient that we are using in this course.
