The test will be marked out of 60. It is worth 15% of your final grade. For final grade calculations, your mark on the test will be divided by 4.

The test is designed to allow you to complete it in 105 minutes- i.e. starting at 2:30 and finishing at 4:15 p.m. The organization, completeness and accuracy of your answers, writing in complete sentences and using suitable grammar and correct spelling are criteria we will use in grading your work. 

A complete test paper includes answers to ALL of Part I; ALL of Part II, Section A; and 1 question in Part II, Section B.

PART I.  Fill in blanks and matching ideas (20 marks)

A. Fill in the blanks: (1 mark for each blank filled in with the correct word or phrase.)

Choose, from the list of words and phrases below, the word or phrase that best fits into the blank(s) in each of the following statements.

Put the number of the item in Column A in the answer box to the right of the Column B item. If you wish, you may draw a line from the box in column A to the box in column B that contains the matching item.
